Rank examiner levels for MAUSA Budoki Junari Jujitsu-Effective January 1, 2004

With the recent developments in the martial arts in Korea, we need to make sure we keep our MAUSA Budoki Junari Jujitsu ranks both strong and standardized. Whereas we have some very strong requirements already in place, we have completely neglected one other possible source of rank contamination: the rank examiner. It is with this possible, not probable, but possible source of trouble that I make the following recommendations.

1) No one under the rank of shodan can promote unless under the supervision of a black belt. Under supervision of a black belt, instructors who are ranked at brown belt level can promote to two ranks below their own. Exception: No one under black belt can promote to sankyu. The highest rank a brown belt can promote to is yonkyu. 

2) No one that has not completed a examiner certification course can promote above ikkyu, regardless of rank. We need to ensure that all black belts receive similar training in the same techniques. This does not mean all techniques are performed in the same way, just that the techniques are standardized. We further need to make sure that all candidates are properly trained and examined and that the TIG requirements are strictly enforced. We also need to ensure that all candidates have been trained in jujitsu.

3) We establish a hierarchy of four examiner levels, modeled loosely on the USJA standards. 

a) Examiner Level One has a minimum rank of SANDAN and must demonstrate the ability to teach ALL requirements up through shodan to at least one Level Two examiner. Upon successful completion of the training, the Level One Examiner can promote students up to SHODAN.

b) Examiner Level Two has a minimum rank of YODAN and must demonstrate the ability to teach ALL requirements up to nidan to at least one Level Three Examiner. Upon successful completion of the training, the Level Two Examiner can promote students up to NIDAN.

c)  Examiner Level Three has a minimum rank of GODAN and must demonstrate the ability to teach ALL requirements up to sandan to at least one Level Four Examiner. Upon successful completion of the training, the Level Three Examiner can promote students up to SANDAN

d) Examiner Level Four training is required for promotion to the rank of ROKUDAN and the candidate must demonstrate the ability to teach ALL requirements up to yodan to at least two Level Four Examiners. Upon completion of the training, the Level Four Examiner can promote students up to TWO ranks below his own. Two Level Four Examiners can promote to one rank below the lower ranking examiner. Three Level Four Examiners can promote to the same rank as the lowest ranking rank examiner.

4) To go through examiner training, the candidate must be recommended, in writing, by his instructor. NO ONE CAN GO THROUGH THE TRAINING WITHOUT INSTRUCTOR PERMISSION AND NO ONE CAN PROMOTE TO BLACK BELT WITHOUT FIRST BEING TRAINED.
5) Any certified examiner can certify to any level below his own.
